The above parties, who shall hereinafter be referred to
as the Trustees in the Trust Deed, are hereby constituted as
the Trustee, i.e. the Settlor and the Trustees which is
irrevocable and for the purposes of public development.

The Trust shall remain free from political motives or
political activities and shall act for the purposes hereinafter
specified in the Trust Deed.

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As stated above, the Trustee/Settlor has donated Rs.
1100/- from his personal property to the Trust. The amount
has been accepted by the Trustees of this Trust as Trustee.
He, his descendants, his heirs shall not have any personal
interest or right or share in the amount donated by the
Trustee, which is hereby declared in this document. This
Trust shall function without discrimination of caste, creed,
colour, religion or sex. The name, scope of work, objectives of
the Trust and its management and the rules and regulations
for its Trustees upon coming into existence shall be as
follows.

(1) Name of the Trust:

The Trust coming into existence by this Trust Deed shall be
known as “Carnival of Humanity Education and Charitable
Trust- Veraval”.

(2) Trust Office:

a) The head office of this trust shall be at the address given
below at Veraval, Veraval Taluka, Girsomnath District, and if
necessary, sub-office or sub-offices may be opened or closed
at any place throughout India.

(3) Scope of work of the trust:

The scope of work of this trust shall be in the entire state of
Gujarat and the other parts of the country.
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(4) Objectives of the Trust ::-

This Trust will undertake various activities as per the
working methods mentioned below to achieve its objectives.

(1) This Trust will guide and assist every human being in
their social, educational, health issues, well-being and
economic advancement of every class of society without
discriminate on the basis of caste, creed, colour, religion or
gender and will remain above political motives and such
activities.

2) It will establish, run and manage kindergartens,
anganwadis, child care centers, pre-primary schools,
secondary schools, higher secondary schools, colleges,
technical and Gujarati-English language learning classes,
industrial education institutions or industrial management

schools, colleges or vocational education institutions and will
help the person or institution doing such activities.

(3) Will established and run boys' hostels, girls' hostels,

ashramshara and will provide financial assistance to such
institutions for the students.

(4) Will establish and run reading rooms for poor and

deserving students and will undertake prize and book
support activities.

(5) To encourage bright students, to award prizes, rewards,
awards and to honor them.

(6) Will run adult education classes, night schools, classes in
rural and urban areas, and will establish institutions or
classes to run general co-curricular courses by obtaining

approval from the Government from time to time to run new
courses.,

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(7) This organization will contribute its due efforts to
establish and run schools, colleges, and orphanages for the
upliftment of the handicapped, mentally retarded, blind,
and handicapped/differently abled persons.

(1) Will carry out activities for the upliftment of the disabled,
destitute and blind and oldage homes and the weaker sections
of the society and will help the person or organization doing
such activities.

(2) To help and provide appropriate assistance to the human
and animal victims of natural calamities like drought,
earthquake, cyclone, tsunami, flood disaster and accidents and
to help the organization doing such work.

(3) To run treatment centers and shelters for animals and birds
and to open chickpea centers for birds.

(4) To organize blood grouping camps and to run awareness
campaigns to prevent diseases such as AIDS awareness, cancer
awareness, polio awareness, swine flu awareness and To
organize all-disease diagnosis camps, medical camps and to
provide financial assistance to such patients.

(5) To provide assistance and non-commercial distribution of
Ayurvedic, Allopathic and other medicines free of cost or at
subsidized rates for the convenience of the poor and needy
people.

(6) To open and run dispensaries, nursing homes, hospitals,
infant care homes, pathology laboratories, sonography and X-
ray clinics with the aim of providing medical relief to the human
society and to provide medical assistance in the form of
medicines, cash or in kind to the needy patients and to provide
assistance as an incentive to such institutions. Health related
activities will be carried out at subsidized rates.
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(5) Property of the Trust:

(1) This Trust may hold both immovable and movable
properties.

(2) The amount of Rs. 1100/- donated by the Settlor Trustees of

the Trust from their personal property acquired by them shall
be called the movable property of this institution for the time

being.

(3) In addition, any immovable or movable property acquired
by this Trust or its ownership from time to time shall be called
the property of this Trust.

(4) The Trustee or any other person shall not have any personal
right or share in the immovable or movable property of this
Trust

Sour f Income of Tr

The sources of income of this Trust to meet the financial
expenses required to achieve the objectives of this Trust are as
follows.

(1) The Trust may accept conditional or unconditional
donations, gifts, and gifts that do not hinder the objectives of
the Trust.

(2) The Trust may, subject to the provisions of the existing law,
obtain government, semi-government assistance, loans, grants,
subsidies, and from the implemented government and semi-
government schemes.

(3) Obtain loans or deposits.

(4) Receive income from the departments operated by the Trust
in the future and income from the movable and immovable
properties of the Trust.

(5) In addition, by accepting contributions in the form of food
grains, clothes, medicines or other items.

Appointment o stees::-

(1) The number of trustees for the management of this trust shall
be minimum-3 (three) and maximum 51 (fifty one). As of now
There shall be 3 (three) trustees in this trust and these trustees

shall remain for life.

When a vacancy occurs in this Board of Trustees, the remaining
members shall appoint new members by their majority. They
shall also fill the vacant positions. They shall appoint a President,
Vice President from among themselves.

b) Officers: :

1) To meet the day-to-day tasks of this Trust and to maintain the
harmony of the tasks and they shall perform their duties as

mentioned in the Trust Deed.

2) If the position of Managing Trustee falls vacant for any reason,
the Board of Trustees shall appoint a trustee by majority as
Managing Trustee for the remaining term.

9 i emoval o es.::

When any trustee acts against the objectives of the Trust or
becomes mentally unstable or engages in activities for his
personal financial or other types of benefits from the Trust or If a
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tn.lst.ee violates the provisions of the trust deed or commits a
cnrmpal act and is punished or if he is absent from more than three
meetings of the Board of Trustees continuously, such trustee shall

be removed from the office of trustee subject to the provisions of the
existing law.

10) P :
1) The Managing Trustee shall be the head of the Trust.

2) He shall preside over the meetings of the Board of Trustees, and
shall perform the necessary work for the management of the Trust,
and shall supervise all the activities.

3) In case of equality of votes on any resolution in the meeting of the
Board of Trustees, the Managing Trustee may cast an additional
vote.

4) All the functions of the Trust may be performed under the
signature of the Managing Trustee.

5) He shall settle the questions arising in the meetings of the Board
of Trustees.

6) He shall appoint the employees by taking the Board of Trustees
into confidence.

7) Will monitor the accounts of the organization and provide
necessary advice and suggestions on all management-related
matters.

8) Will take action regarding acquisition of private or government
land in accordance with the provisions of government policy, rules
or laws.

9) In addition, will handle all correspondence, transactions, court,
office-related matters related to the trust and all the institutions
under its management, and will take care of the management.

1) Will be able to invest the money of this trust and purchase
immovable property, subject to the laws that time in force..

) Subject to the laws regarding public trusts that time in force, they

may sell of mortgage the immovable and movable property of this
trust or give or receive gifts,

.(3) To keep the documents relating to the ownership of the
immovable property of the trust in their possession at the office of

the trust or in the safe deposit vault of a bank recognized by the
government.

4) To maintain the immovable and movable property of the trust
and shall take steps for the safety of the property.

5) To always strive to achieve the objectives of the trust and shall
remain loyal to the trust.

6) The board of trustees may carry out all the functions of the trust
by making resolutions by majority vote.

7) If the trustee has spent money from his personal funds for the

work of this trust, he shall be entitled to recover the amount of that
expenditure from the trust.

8) The Trust may accept conditional or unconditional donations not
contrary to the name and objectives of the Trust.

9) The Trust may issue special or general power of attorney for the
work of the Trust.

10) The Trustees may appoint an auditor by a majority resolution
for the audit of the accounts of this Trust and the institutions
managed by the Trust. Also, if necessary, they may appoint a legal
advisor by a majority resolution.

11) The Trust may retain or dismiss servants and employees in the
institutions or departments managed by the Trust.

(12) Meeting of the Board of Trustees ::

1) The Board of Trustees shall meet at least twice a year and such
meetings shall be called ordinary meetings.
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2) 'I"h.e Board of Trustees may, in exceptional circumstances, call an
add‘ltlonal meeting, which shall be called an extraordinary meeting.
Notice of this meeting shall be given by registered post, courier or

newspaper. The Agenda shall be published Ten days before the
meeting.

3) In case of special need, the President may call an emergency

meeting in the eight day after the written request of at least 1/2 of
the trustees.

4) Every meeting shall be notified in writing to each trustee at his
registered address, except for emergency meetings called by the
Managing Trustee that notice shall be least seven days in advance.

5) The quorum for the business of the meeting shall be deemed to be
complete with the presence of two-thirds (2/3) members, and the

meeting adjourned due to lack of quorum shall be reconvened on

the same day at the same place after one hour, In that case the
quorum shall not be applied.

) The notice of the meeting shall state the date, place and agenda of
the meeting.

13) Resolutions ::

1) A resolution book shall be maintained for the institution.

2) The resolutions shall be written in the resolution book along with
a systematic record of the proceedings of each meeting of the trust.
The Managing Trustee shall sign at the bottom of the resolution
book.

3) In case of emergency, a circular resolution may be made through
a circular letter. The same shall be recorded in the resolution book.

4) The resolutions passed in the meeting of the trustees shall he

written in the book, signed by the trustees and signed by the
Managing Trustee at the bottom.

(14) Investment of Trust Funds ::
Subject to the provisions of Section 35 of the Mumbaj Public Trust
Act-1950, the funds of this trust shall be invested as follows.
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1) In any scheduled bank as mentioned in section 2(e) of the
Reserve Bank of India Act, 1934 and/or..

2) In a post office savings account and/or...

3) In a unit of any mutual fund under the Income Tax Act, 1961
and/or...

4) In a cooperative bank approved by the State Government for
this purpose and/or...

9) In government securities and/or...

6) In such manner as the Charity Commissioner may by
general/special order approve for investment of money...

15) Accounting Year ::

The accounting year of this institution shall be from 1st April to
31st March.

16) Audit ::

1) Regular accounts of this trust shall be maintained as per the
provisions of section 35 of the Mumbai Public Trust Act, 1950.

2) To have an audit done every year by a person who is a
Chartered Accountant as per The Chartered Accountants Act,
1949 or by a person authorized by the State Government for this

purpose.

3) Such audit reports shall be submitted to the Assistant/Deputy
Charity Commissioner of that region.

1) No immovable property owned by the Trust shall be sold,

mortgaged, gifted or otherwise transferred without the approval
of the Charity Commissioner.
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2) The trustee cannot lease any property of the trust in his own
name or in the name of his relatives or in the name of a person or
firm with whom he has an interest.

3) The trustee cannot purchase any immovable property of the trust
under any circumstances.

(18) Account in Bank ::

According to the requirements of the trust, an account or accounts
will be opened in the name of the trust in one or more nationalized
or cooperative banks and its administration will be done under the
signature of the managing trustee and the trustees decided in the
trustees’ meeting.

19) Committee or Committees ::

Whenever necessary, committees like business, executive
committee may be formed to carry out the objectives of the trust.
They may be changed. They may be dissolved. The managing trustee
will always be the chairman of the committee or committees. An
expert in any field may be included as a member of the committee.

e e rust Deed:

In case any clause of this Trust Deed or any provision of the Trust
Deed needs to be amended or supplemented in special
circumstances, the then Board of Trustees may, by unanimous
resolution, amend the said amendment in accordance with the
provisions of the prevailing law of that time in force and the
provisions of the Mumbai Public Trust Act, 1950.

(21) Dissolution of Trust:

In case of any extraordinary circumstances, the Trustees may
unanimously pass a resolution in this regard afterwards, All the
liabilities of the Trust shall be fulfilled, than the remaining movable
and immovable properties of the institution may be transferred to
another institution with similar purposes. This Action shall be taken

in this regard subject to the prevailing laws and rules of that time in
force.
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(22) Others:

1) No trustee shall be able to use any property of the trust for his
personal use.

2) In respect of matters not expressly mentioned, this trust shall
follow the provisions of the Mumbai Public Trust Act-1950 and the
Gujarat Public Trust Rules or any law in its place.
